Pastor Steward’s Monthly Ministry Report | March 2024 
Greetings and praise to the Lord! No, despite all these things, overwhelming victory is ours through Christ, who 
loved us. Rom.8:37. This verse really encourages me and I strongly believe only God's love will carry us from 
strength to strength till the work is done here on earth. 

Praise God with us, 

1. On 8th February our graduate Phelimon Dhan was ordained by Lakhimpur Baptist Convention. Through his 
ministry many adivasi were brought to Christ and were baptized and last year alone he reported 54 
baptisms. Pray for his ministry that God will use him mightily. 

2. On 18th February Miss Mepu Ngomdir a Galo girl was baptized by me. Pray for her as Galo tribes as a 
whole and her Ngomdir clan has just few believers and there are a lot of challenges in reaching out to them. 

3. Great Commission challenge Camp (GC3) was organised among the Assamese people from 22nd to 24th 
at Karphulani village. Pray for all the 40 people to be a witness of Jesus Christ as they committed 
themselves in the camp. 

4. MSOE's classes are also going on well but sharing the gospel is now becoming a crime in Assam and need 
your prayer. 

 With this continue to pray for, 

1. Pray for Bornati our Bible student's father who is seriously ill and taken to hospital. They are very poor and 
need divine provision and healing. 

2. Pray for the churches to be united and grow strong in the Lord to face the incoming challenges in India. 

3. Pray for India as the general election is coming probably in the month of April. This election is very crucial 
because if the Hindu party is going to come in a complete majority then they will change the constitution 
and make India a Hindu country. In this Christian and Muslim will be just citizens without voting right and 
all the minorities right will be taken away. Not only this, but there are also many hidden agendas which are 
not good for the minorities.   

4. Pray for the coming GC3 and graduation program from 18th to 21st of this month in the campus  

5. Pray for another GC3 to be organised among adivasi and Nepali in Birbara, West Bengal from 27th to 29th 
March. 

6. Pray for Arimora church construction and for village ministry. Hindutva forces with the help of the 
Government are really working against the Christian and Evangelism work is really hindered. 

7. Pray for my family's good health and children's education. 

8. Pray for children's school and Bible school to run smoothly and for its development. Christian Schools 
are blamed as an agents of conversion and hindutva groups are protesting to the government to close 
[them] down — even forcing the installation of Hindu gods of wisdom (Saraswati) in the school. 

9. The state Government in Assam passed a law stipulating no healing prayer and no Evangelism. So many 
things are happening and only prayer is the answer. 

Thank you for your prayer and 
may God continue to bless, prosper and strengthen all the ERCs families in every area of life. The Great 
Commission is a challenge and together we can do it.
